o supportmeaningful and productive dialogue between the government and the intl. community,

o advocatefor conducive legal and political environment,

e monitor results of the electoral development on the ground and

e enablethe UN to implement its election mandate to the fullest extent possible.

These purposes will be met by a provision of common analysis to the Electoral Assistance group and input to the Am-
bassadorial Working Group through briefing papers. The DWG also seeks to coordinate political messages to target
audiences, coordinate financial support efforts, and cooperate closely with the United Nations to strengthen their role
in the elections mandate.

1- Abel Aliert (born 1935) Abel Alier Kwai is a distinguished public servant, legal expert, and he is well-received by

both north and south. Born in the south, Alier studied at the University Khartoum and then in the United States. Hav-

ing served in various ministries, he was Vicet NS & A RSy i dzy RS NJ t NB & 38R &¢fiist Pesid¥hiof NA Q
the High Executive Council of southern Sudan until 1983. He sits on the Permanent Court of International Arbitration in

the Hague and has chaired the National Constitutional Review Commission since 2005.

2- Abdullah AhmedAbdallat (Born 1933) From Northern Province, Abdullah Ahmed Abdalla earned a doctorate from
University of California in the USA in 1963 and served as Dean and then Director of the University of Khartoum. Under
President Nimieri, he served as Minister of Agriculture, then as the Governor of Northern Province. Abdalla was ap-
pointed Ambassador to the United States in 1989.

3- Philister Baya Lawiri (Born 1954) Ms. Philister Baya Laury received a Masters in Development from University of
Juba. At present, she is Chairperson of the Southern Women Solidarity for Peace and Developmentthe and director of
administration for lvory Bank.

4- James Wol Calmal(Born 1936) James Wol Calmal studied Law and served in the Judiciary. Previous posts include
chair of the Legal Affairs Committee in the Upper Nile council, chair of the committee preparing the Upper Nile state
constitution, and Deputy Governor. He was a member of the former Southern Sudan Council.

5- Lt General (Police) Abdullah Alardallor (Born 1940) From Ghadarif, Abdullah Al-Hardallo joined the Police Acad-
emy and in 1962 and earned a diploma in Police and Law. He retired in 1989 from the police force and then served as
Ambassador to India and as former National Assembly member

6- Mahasin Haj AlSafi¢ (Born 1941) Ms. Mahasin Haj Al-Safi is a scholar who received her Doctorate from University
of Edinburgh. She served as the Dean of the Faculty of Arts at the University of Omdurman Ahlia and the University of
Khartoum. She is member of several scientific and educational councils.

7- Dr. Mohammed Tahir Abu SamigdBorn 1943) Mohammed Tahir Abu Samra holds a Masters from the University Of
Pennsylvania in the USA and a Ph.D from the Sorbonne in France. He was the Dean of Faculty of Law at the University
Of Khartoum and chaired the research and Fatawasection at the Ministry of Justice. He headed the legal affairs de-
partment at the Arab Bank for Economic Development. and sits on International Arbitration courts in Paris and London.

8- Mukhtar Mohammed Mukhtar Alasang (Born 1938) Mukhtar Mohammed Mukhtar Alasam holds a Masters in Pub-
lic Policy from Uni. Of Birmingham and a PhD from University Of Wales. After serving as Dean at the University of Khar-
toum, he has served as former Deputy to the Minister of the Federal Government and was on the National Assembly
under President Nimieri. He has written extensively on the technical side of the election process.

9- Lt. General AHadi Mohammed Ahmed (Born 1954) Al-Hadi Mohammed Ahmed holds a Bachelor of Arts in Law
and was the former director to the Northern Kordofan Police Force. At present, he is the Deputy Director for the Gen-
eral Directorate for Passport, immigration and Naturalization.
